The Grand Teton map has one side with a map of the whole
park in somewhat less detail, and on the other side a more detailed map of only part of the park. The Y ellowstone map
has about half the park on one side and the other ~half on the other side.Map material is of the highest quality | have
seen so far.One disadvantage we have encountered is that backcountry camping sites in the Grand Teton map are
marked very vaguely/inaccurately. Backcountry camping in the Tetons is allowed in regions highlighted in pink on the
map and marked by signs on the trail at the beginning and end of the allowed region. Each region can be several miles
long. However, in many cases the vast majority of that region is practically impossible to camp in, and actual
campsites are usually signposted. In addition to the pink color of each camping region, each region on the map also
includes one or two campsites that are specifically marked by atent inside the pink region. However, in many cases
there is no correlation between the tent mark on the map and the camping sitesin reality. Considering that each region
is often several mileslong, that makesit very hard to plan walking distances and times to camp. It would be best if
map editors either removed these tent marks altogether, or, ideally, mark on the map the true locations of actual
camping sitesin correlation to their location on ground.Otherwise these are high quality maps.3 of 3 people found the
following review helpful.
